T The first and shortest (journalism) of the 4 gospels, written 25 years before
gospel of Matthew, AD 67-70

T Based his gospel on the preaching of Peter.

T A brief history of the life of Christ, supplying some incidents omitted by
Matthew.

T Gospel of miracles (20). More about the actions than teachings of Jesus.

T Romans didn’t care where one was from but what one could do. Thus, no
genealogy. No°OT quotes.

T Used "immediately" 41 times.

T Key verse: Mark 10:45 For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but
to serve, and to give His life a ransom for many.”

The Holy Books

Judaism

The Hebrew Scriptures, referred to by Christians as the Old Testament, are called the TANAKH, which is the Hebrew acronym
for the three different parts:

® The Torah which is the first five books of the Old Testament or the Pentateuch;

e The Nevi'im which are the books of the prophets; and
e Ketuvim which are the remaining writings.

A chart at NewLife.com explains the different parts of the TANAKH and what's included in each section.

The other Holy Book for the Jewish religion is the Talmud which includes the Mishnah, which means "repetition" or "study"
and the Gemara, which means "addition" or "completion."

As society changed, the Jews found that the Torah needed to be updated from its original agricultural emphasis. Those changes
became part of the Mishnah. The Mishnah also includes a description of Jewish life was during the period of the Second
Temple. The Mishnah is divided into six sections (sedarim):

e Zeraim (seeds) regarding the agricultural laws

e Moed (seasons) regarding the Sabbath and festivals

e Nashim (women) regarding marriage, divorce and family law

e Neziqin (damages) regarding civil and criminal laws

e Qodashim (holy things) regarding sacrificial cult and dietary laws)
e Tohorot (purifications) regarding ritual defilement and purification

Why Moses and Elijah?

Both Moses and Elijah talked with God on mountain tops—Moses on Mt. Sinai (Ex. 31:18), Elijah on
Mt. Carmel (I Kings 18) and Mt. Horeb (I Kings 19:9)

Both Moses and Elijah had been shown God’s glory. Jesus is God, they are seeing His glory.
Both Moses and Elijah had very unusual departures from this world.
Moses died on Mt. Nebo and God buried him in some secret grave (Deut. 34:1, 6).

Elijah was taken by a whirlwind up into heaven (Il Kings 2:11).
